RANDOM RECALL -     Commonly used to call the dog to you when he/she is 

                                            Interested in something or someone other than you. 

                                            Also used to call the dog into the house when outside, etc.

HEELING --                     The dog remains at your left side, walking in the Heel 

                                            position and sits when you stop walking.

STAND --               Having the dog stand in a standing position.  Useful for grooming, 

                                 Vet visits, wiping off dirty paws, etc.

OFF --                    Used to stop the dog from jumping on guests or your furniture.
